1
Does the draft RSS provide a framework that can meet the aim of reducing the need to travel?
1.1
The RSS spatial development principles and spatial framework does provide a framework that can meet the aim of reducing the need to travel, but only if those principles and framework is fully recognised within Local Development Frameworks. 

1.2
The location of new development, particular the broad locations for Regionally Significant Economic Development and supply of sub-regional employment land must be in line with and respond to the regional spatial framework and the settlement hierarchy (Table 7.1), if the aim of reducing the need to travel is be achieved and reducing reliance on travel by the private car.

1.3
The location of new economic development outside of the regional centres, regional towns and cities and key service centres will lead to increased travel demand and associated economic, social and environmental consequences. All new development (economic, housing, education, health, leisure and retail) should be focused on the relevant urban area where public transport, walking and cycling infrastructure and services are at their most developed.
1.4
It is felt that the importance of mixed use developments is not articulated as fully as is necessary to support the aim of reducing the need to travel. This needs to be developed upon in the RSS.
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
