Does the draft RSS provide a framework that can meet the aim of reducing the need to travel?

1) The spatial framework focuses on the three city regions of Manchester, Liverpool and Central Lancashire and as a result two parts of the region fall outside these city regions – Crewe and Lancaster.  The overall spatial policy for the South Cheshire sub-area is not sufficiently strategic in nature and fails to acknowledge the close functional relationship between Crewe and Nantwich.

2) Each of the City regions encompasses a number of settlements within the sphere of influence.  These settlements have close functional relationships with the cities.  However, no consideration has been given to the close functional relationships that exist between settlements lower down the hierarchy.  The distance between Crewe and Nantwich is only 4.5 miles.  The distances travelled between home and work within the largest cities, such as Manchester and Liverpool can be significantly greater.
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
