(ii) Do the thematic policies and sub-regional policies amount to a consistent and coherent regional strategy? 

Whilst the sub-regional policies were developed in parallel to the thematic policies, we feel they were not necessarily informed by them.  

This can be demonstrated by looking at how the sub-regions have addressed environmental protection/quality issues.  A high quality local environment is only highlighted in the regional centre and inner areas of central Manchester city region but not in the north or in the south.  

The SAR picked up these apparent inter and intra sub-regional inconsistencies.  Recommended improvements to the various sub-regional priorities policies were made by ENTEC, but they have not been taken forward.

Solutions we call for:

· Incorporate the recommendations of Entec in relation to the sub-regional policies.
