Matter 4B: Sustainable Communities

Questions:

(i) Will the draft RSS help to secure mixed, cohesive, sustainable communities?

(ii) Are health and education issues adequately addressed in the draft RSS?

Answers:

(i) Cumbria County Council considers that overall the RSS would help to secure mixed, cohesive, sustainable communities, provided that changes are made to the introductory vision and the broader spatial strategies, which better reflect the needs and diversity within Cumbria, as set out in our answers to Matters 1-2.

(ii) It is considered that Policy L1 could be improved by reference to the JSP Policies L55 and L56, which better identify the hierarchy for the location of health and education facilities. 

This issue is related to our concerns over the lack of an hierarchical approach taken to the location of development in draft RSS Policies DP1, RDF1, RDF2 and RDF3. A more sophisticated approach as per JSP Policies ST3, ST5 and ST7 is therefore recommended.
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
