Matter 5B: Demand Management

Questions:

(i) Does the draft RSS provide clear and sufficient guidance on what is meant by demand management and when and where such measures might be used 

Answers:

(i)
Cumbria County Council believes that the RSS should be more explicit in this area. There is a need for the RSS to make explicit the different issues of reducing the need to travel, though development and land use approaches, and reducing demand for car travel through modal shift, improved public transport and walking and cycling opportunities and changing public attitudes and perceptions. The RSS is the ideal opportunity to clarify the two way relationship development and transport and provide guidance on making the relationship sustainable. 
The County Council does not consider that road user charging is appropriate in Cumbria and is pursuing programmes of school and work travel plans to address peak traffic. It would be helpful for the RSS to provide guidance on other demand management measures and their potential uses. (SDL/CUCC/52 Cumbria LTP refers esp. Ch. 4 and Ch. 5) 
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
