	The Agency has previously raised issues in respect of the sub-region’s housing provision and distribution in its formal consultation response. To assist the Panel we summarise our previous comments as follows:

· 
The housing figures for Northern Manchester, Southern Manchester/ NE Cheshire and Mid Mersey could be increased. 
· 
There is a need to resolve the apparent tension between economic policy and housing policy in the southern part of the city region.
· 
There is a need to reconsider the level of housing provision in the northern part of the city region, given its role in supporting regeneration and economic development.
· 
Clarity is needed on the relationship between the priority afforded to the inner areas for residential development and the HMRIs. 
· 
Concern about the references to “continued restraint” in paragraph 9.19 of draft RSS.
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
