Matter 6B: Minerals and Waste
(ii) Are the waste policies consistent with PPS10?  If not, what changes should be made to the draft RSS?
We would emphasise:

 - lower projections of waste arisings

 - higher percentages of recycling and composting

 - a policy to not contract waste to landfill or EfW which could in

future be reused/recycled/composted.

Therefore RSS should allocate higher tonnages for recycling/composting facilities and lower for residual waste.

(iii) Is there a need for the draft RSS to provide a clearer spatial direction in terms of waste apportionment and waste management facilities…?

The principle of sustainable development would support more smaller decentralised facilities for composting and bulking recyclables. There should therefore be much less need for large centralised facilities for mixed residual waste (e.g. EfW/MBT). The centralised sub-regional or regional need is for material re-processors (e.g. to recycle paper, glass, etc).
We support the submitted text from CPRE NW on these questions, including Question (iv) on peat extraction..
