The waste policies in the draft RSS do not appear to be consistent with the objective of PPS10 as described  in the Full Regulatory Impact Assessment  point 3

“it is also necessary to reinforce action to deliver the shift from landfill to other forms of waste management to avoid EU infraction penalties from 2019 onwards”

EM11 refers to “maintaining sufficient landfill capacity”, which implies monitoring, whereas table 11.5 predicts and provides for it. Our concerns are that an oversupply of void space for landfill will work against PPS10, and that indicative capacities have not reflected and will not reflect the changes in waste arising, the amount of waste recycled, and the progressive diversion of biodegradable waste from landfill.
