Is the sub region’s housing provision and distribution appropriate and achievable? Are the pdl targets in Table 9.1 realistic, deliverable and based upon robust evidence?

The Borough Council supports the housing provision figures for Ellesmere Port and Neston district as set out in Table 9.1. 

2
Housebuilding rates in the district have increased in recent years with nearly all completions being made on brownfield sites in the older central parts of Ellesmere Port. 

3
New housebuilding in central Ellesmere Port is having demonstrable regeneration benefits and is consistent with the need for the regeneration of that area within the North West Metropolitan Area envisaged by Policy SD2 of existing RPG13. It will also help to address the shortage of affordable housing in Ellesmere Port.

The Borough Council has completed (May 2006) an Urban Potential Study jointly with Chester City Council. This study shows significant further potential for development on brownfield sites in the older areas of Ellesmere Port which would make a crucial contribution to regenerating the heart of the town. Opportunities exist for major new sustainable housing developments within the M53 corridor, many on derelict land.

The Borough Council’s view is that, as far as Ellesmere Port & Neston is concerned, the sub region’s housing provision and distribution is both appropriate and achievable.

The Borough Council considers that the 80% pdl target is realistic and based upon robust evidence such as current completion rates on brownfield land and the findings of the Ellesmere Port & Neston Urban Potential Study (May 2006).
