9B: Housing Issues

9B (i)
Is the sub region’s housing provision and distribution appropriate and achievable? Are the PDL targets in Table 9.1 realistic, and based on robust evidence?

9.1
Table indicates that 80% of housing development should be on brownfield land or buildings.  This is not appropriate, and could be limiting, in rural areas where most land will be designated agricultural.

However, we support the use of redundant buildings for housing development in rural areas.

9.2
General references to affordable housing should also read ‘including rural areas’.

9.3
Policy L5 – it should be recognised in paragraph 2 that whilst the greatest need has been identified in the named areas, this should be supplemented by ‘and other rural settlements’ to be consistent with the rural exception site policy referred to.
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
