The Council supports the statement on this matter submitted by Cumbria County Council (715) with the addition of the following:

Question (i)

1.
The Council feels that it is wrong to apply an arbitrary cap on housing development in an area which requires all sectors to lead on regeneration.  There is concern that any restriction on supply could have a deleterious affect on achieving balanced housing markets in the area as part of the Housing Market Renewal Programme.  The markets in West Cumbria are fairly isolated and the removal of a cap on housing supply would not have too great an affect on other parts of the region.  Equally the Council still remains unconvinced that a 80% recycling target is appropriate for an area that is at least as “rural” as Carlisle (50%), Crewe and Nantwich (55%).  There appear to have been some erroneous figures on PDL fed through the technical working parties giving the impression that there are swathes of brownfield sites throughout Copeland.  This is not the case as the Appendix to this statement bears out.
