(i) Is the sub-region's housing provision and distribution appropriate and achievable? Are the PDL targets in Table 9.1 realistic, deliverable, and based on robust evidence? 

The housing targets do cause the Environment Agency concern. The focus on Penrith, Keswick and Kendal could result in increased future flood risk management issues. There are some suitable areas that are outside the town boundaries that are of less flood risk, however, these are unlikely to be in line with the sequential approach to the use of land and buildings in DP1 and may be less sustainable in access terms.
