STRATEGIC PRINCIPLES - TRANSPORT
a)
make the best use of existing resources and infrastructure.
c)
manage travel demand and reduce the need to travel.  Plans and strategies should secure a shift to the more sustainable modes of transport for people and freight and encourage an integrated approach to managing travel demand.  Development should be located so as to reduce the need to travel, especially by car, and enable people, as far as possible, to meet their needs locally.
d)
encourage accessibility.  Safe and sustainable access for all between homes and employment and a range of services and facilities including retail, health, education and leisure should be promoted, and should influence locational choices and investment decisions.  All new development should be genuinely accessible by public transport, walking and cycling, and priority given to locations where this is already the case.  Major growth will, as far as possible, be located in the regional centres and regional towns and cities identified in the Settlement Hierarchy, where public transport is well provided.  In rural areas, accessibility by public transport will be a key consideration in providing services and locating new development.

reduce the wider environmental, social, health and quality of life impacts of road transport and infrastructure.  Plans and strategies should seek to improve road safety, reduce traffic growth and mitigate the contribution of road traffic to poor air quality and excessive noise.

THEMATIC TRANSPORT OBJECTIVES

i)
Maintain the strategic international, national and regional functions of the principal North-South and East-West transport corridors (as indicated on the key diagram).
ii)
Improve connectivity and journey time reliability within and between the Manchester, Liverpool and Central Lancashire City regions and with other northern city regions, notably Leeds.
iii)
Improve surface access for passengers and freight to the region’s international transport gateways, notably Manchester and Liverpool John Lennon Airports and the Port of Liverpool.

iv)
Enhance the accessibility of the core centres of Manchester, Liverpool and Preston by public transport and reinforce their roles as key public transport interchanges.

v)
In rural areas, develop integrated, sustainable transport networks based on hubs at key service centres.
vi)
Secure the safe, reliable and effective operation of transport links between the peripheral sub-regions of Furness and West Cumbria and the region’s principal North-South transport corridor.
