Matter 11B: Monitoring

CUMBRIA COUNTY COUNCIL (SDL/CUCC/24)

Questions:

(i) Are there sufficient processes in place such as Annual Monitoring reports, to ensure that the impacts of the RSS can be monitored? Have the right targets and indicators been identified in the Implementation Framework to ensure the RSS can be effectively monitored?

(ii) Should the draft RSS include a specific policy for monitoring?

Answers:

(i) Cumbria County Council considers that an adequate monitoring framework is in place to implement RSS. It would, however, suggest that the levels of housing required over the plan period should be subject to regular review to ensure that up-to-date sub-regional housing needs are being identified and subsequently met through revised RSS Policies.

It is anticipated that the production of RSS Annual Monitoring Reports will highlight the effectiveness of policy set against national, regional and local data assessment. The County Council is already inputting to the preparation of annual monitoring reports for the RSS and LDFs, which are prepared by the NWRA and Local Planning Authorities respectively. There is currently scope to collect and disseminate sub regional monitoring data via these current mechanisms.

(ii) Cumbria County Council questions whether there is merit in this approach given that there are established frameworks in place.
