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11C Implementation and Review

(i) Are there sufficient and appropriate links to delivery agencies and funding mechanisms to ensure delivery?

1. The Draft Implementation Framework appears to provide sufficient and appropriate links to delivery agencies to ensure delivery. The inclusion of house builders as supporting organisations in delivering policies, particularly in relation to housing, is welcomed. 

(ii) Are the implementation mechanisms appropriate for addressing any cross-border issues that may arise?

1. There do not appear to be any implementation mechanisms identified in the Draft Implementation Framework for addressing cross-border issues.  It is considered that further work is needed in relation to this issue.

(iii) Is there a need for a focused early review of the RSS? If so what should be the focus and timetable, and what would be the implications for Local Development Documents?

1. Paragraph 17.16 refers to the possibility of a partial review to reflect the results of ongoing research. A number of pieces of research were discussed at the EiP seminars. HBF is concerned about the amount of research that has not been incorporated into the draft RSS and conclude that this would suggest that an early review will be required. Significant numbers of new pieces of work would create issues for Local Development Document preparation and their timescales and implementation etc. However, given the nature of the new planning system and the aim of preparing Local Development Documents on a shorter timescale and providing for review as needed more easily, the implications should not be too onerous. 

(iv) When will the research mentioned in paragraph 9.11 on the future requirements for gypsies and travellers be completed and how will this be incorporated into the RSS?
