Amendments to bullet 4

OPTION A: A BULLET WITHIN THE POLICY
Plans and strategies to enhance connectivity within and from the Central Lancashire City Region will promote a multi-modal approach, in particular by public transport, to: 

· Internal Accessibility- improving internal links both between the Regional Towns/City and their surrounding areas

· Managing the strategic road network to maintain reliable east-west journey times

· Links to adjacent City Regions- Enhancing key corridors to adjacent city regions, in particular Manchester and Leeds
The polycentric nature of Central Lancashire City Region raises a specific set of challenges. At a strategic level, the east-west rail corridor links all four centres but has a relatively poor level and quality of service. Improving this is fundamental to facilitating further City Region coherence and complementing the M65/M6/M55 route. The rail line also extends into Yorkshire with services to Leeds and York. This route has the potential to provide an alternative trans-pennine corridor to the main routes further south. The strategic road network requires effective demand management to maintain its existing role of linking the key Regional Towns/City.

Each of the Regional Town and the Regional City has clearly defined Travel to Work and Housing Areas. This helps reduce the need to travel. Enhancement of links to employment sites, Key Service Centres, and rural areas, particularly by public transport is essential to facilitate social inclusion. 

Public transport links to Manchester City Region, including the Airport require enhancement. Access from the east of the City Region is particularly poor.
